The article deals with the experience of empirical elaboration of the issue of overcoming of professional exclusion crisis of the
unemployed. It was demonstrated that in the most of the given issue studies of the attempts of conceptualization of unemployment
crisis overcoming issue through the prism of cognitive-notional activity patterns of the unemployed analyses, their active subjective
position in relation to the situation of professional exclusion are absent. On this basis it is defined that concept “experiencing” which
is able to reach the whole area of phenomenological representation of this phenomenon, to fix empirically individual forms of
personal transformation of employment crisis relations of the unemployed and has an operational potential in studying of the actual
issue. In the frame of studying features of cognitive-notional determination of crisis experiencing by unemployed its empirical
correlates were studied, namely cognitive evaluation of individual situation of professional exclusion of the unemployed and its
cognitive-notional constructs. Studying of cognitive assessment of the unemployed allowed to detect their most frustrated
psychological, namely “uncertainty about future”, “the feeling of dependence on external circumstances” and such social-
psychological as “impossibility to use profession”, “complicated financial state” of life spheres in the situation of professional
exclusion. The system of cognitive-notional constructs of the unemployed was explicated and it was determined such content nature
of crisis experiencing as “social evaluation”, “professional identification”, “diffidence which is dependence on the other”, “the lack of
prospects which causes experiencing inferiority”.

Results of Testing. The article deals with the concepts of «adventure», «predisposition to adventurous behavior (adventurousness)».
The content of the last phenomenon was specified, its structure studied, component composition of indicators of adventurousness
as multi-personality trait explicated and described. Adventurousness is seen as a stable feature of personality, psychological essence
of which is manifested in the hope of easy and quick success, good luck in the presence of the ultimate goal, which is attractive for
the personality, without a thorough analysis of real external circumstances, its own possibilities (resources), solutions to the
problem, etc., at achieving this goal. The main criterion of the presence of adventurousness is a discrepancy (incongruity) between
subjective view of the situation that exists in the imagination of the personality and objective reality: discrepancy between real
intentions and results; discrepancy between achievements (goals) that are subjectively expected and real achievements; discrepancy
between alleged conditions and circumstances that are subjectively assessed as being conducive to easy success, the real conditions;
discrepancy between alleged (subjectively evaluated) capabilities, abilities, power (resources) and real (objectively existing)
capabilities. Results of developing and testing the original Ukrainian version of the author's «Test-questionnaire of Propensity to
Adventurousness (AVANT-1)» are presented. The method aims to study components of adventurousness belonging to the formal-
dynamic and qualitative levels of its continual-hierarchical structure. Test-questionnaire diagnoses: adjusting, emotional, cognitive,
connotative (behavioral) components of propensity to adventurousness; personality traits that arrange adventurousness; sensitivity
to adventurous actions; general indicator of propensity to adventurousness. The approbation of the original psycho-diagnostics tool
for all requirements of psychometrics confirmed its theoretical construct, proved its reliability and validity.
