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Shevchenko N.F. Philosophical-and-psychological content of a personality’s ethical consciousness. The article is devoted
to the theoretical analysis of the problem of a personality’s ethical consciousness. The current state of the noted problem research
has been described. The ratio between the concepts of ethics and morality in the context of the study of individual consciousness has
been analyzed. This suggests that the moral consciousness has a social and a cultural character but ethical - individual. Moral
persuasions as the moral conscience in general, are caused by the social nature of society. The questions of philosophical-and-
psychological content of the ethical consciousness and its formation in ontogenesis have been highlighted. There are differences in
understanding the point of this phenomenon (a form of social or individual consciousness), the subject of research (meaningful or
structural aspects; the role of the ethical consciousness in society or individual process of development) and the role of the ethical
consciousness in human life. The dual nature of the ethical consciousness has been shown: as a reflection of public social and
cultural life and as a subjective side of morality. Development of the ethical consciousness is individual, caused by the personality,
who challenges the moral norms and ideas, takes his or her own moral system based on reflection and evaluates his or her own
actions in accordance with the categories of the good and the evil.
