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The article presents results of the experimental implementation of the ethical
consciousness development program of university students. The concept of
the ethical consciousness of university students has been defined as a dynamic
mental formation filled with moral meanings, senses and sensory content,
dictated by the specifics of individual ethics and morality, as well as the social
situation of development at student age — the need for self-actualization and
adoption of own ethical and moral system. Criteria of development of each
component of the student youth’s ethical consciousness have been given:
assimilation of the moral norms and categories, subjectification of the moral
system, meaningfulness of the ethical vision of the world. The research sample,
psychodiagnostic tools and some organizational aspects of the implemented
program have been described. The purpose of the program was in realization
of the systematic and purposeful impact on the development of students'
ethical consciousness through the actualization of the certain psychological
factors (ego-identity, self-actualization, reflexivity, autonomy, self-regulation,
ethical responsibility). Dynamics of development of the definite parameters
in the studied groups has been shown and analyzed. The obtained data
have proven that structural components of the ethical consciousness can be
subjected to developmental influence by implementation of the proposed
program. The main facilitative agent of actualization and deployment of
the positive influence of psychological factors of the ethical consciousness
development is intensification of moral, personal and ethical reflection,
activation of needs for autonomy and self-actualization, development of the
self-concept clarity, responsibility and self-regulation. The elaborated program
has shown a high efficiency and confirmed the possibility of actualization of
the certain psychological factors, the purposeful strengthening of which leads
to the development of ethical consciousness structural components (meanings,
senses, sensory tissue), which, in turn, contributes to the general level of
ethical consciousness of students.
