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The article is devoted to the study of psycho-emotional states of businessmen
working in stressful conditions. The professional activities of 90 businessmen
in the period of COVID-19 and 90 businessmen in the period of war in
20222023 were studied. The V.V. Boyko ‘Emotional burnout diagnostic’
revealed the following dominant symptoms in both groups: in the tension
phase, ‘experiencing a mental trauma’, ‘dissatisfaction with oneself’, ‘being
cornered’, ‘anxiety and depression’; in the resistance phase, ‘expanding the
scope of emotions’, ‘reducing professional responsibilities’; in the exhaustion
phase, ‘personal detachment’. The above is confirmed by the correlation
analysis, where emotional deficit was manifested by emotional insensitivity
against the background of exhaustion, automaticity and emotional devastation
in the performance of professional duties, non-ethical behavior to colleagues,
cynicism, which lead to depersonalization (p<0.001). Two variants of emotional,
cognitive, and behavioral consequences of the impact of stress-associated
conditions on emotional intellect in businessmen have been identified: a) with
preservation of activity — disturbed, but not destroyed emotional, cognitive
and behavioral reactions that do not affect or reduce emotional intellect;

b) with disturbed activity — deformed emotional, cognitive and behavioral
reactions that affect and reduce emotional intellect (p<0.001).

The Holmes and Rage stress tolerance test established that ata low level of stress
resistance, businessman are risk of psychosomatic illness (in some cases, at the
stage of nervous exhaustion). A decrease in the ability of emotional intellect
to manage emotions, self-motivation, and empathy was found, and COVID-19
had an ‘emotional effect’ on the health of family members, reorganization at
work, financial situation, abandonment of individual skills, conflicts, leisure
or vacation habits (p<0.001). Businessmen who work in war environments
showed a decrease in the ability of emotional intelligence to be emotionally
aware and recognize the emotions of others, and the war had an ‘emotional
affect’ on the health of family members, the death of a family friend, a change
of location and leisure or vacation habits (p<0.001).
